To apply, you must:

1.

Be a high school senior graduating from a Hawaii high school in 2018.

2. Have a minimum cumulative grade point average (GPA) of 2.75.

3. Have played on at least one school athletic team in a league-sanctioned sport
during at least one of your high school years. Special consideration will be
given to athletes in lowerprofile sports.

4. Have participated in community service projects in addition to school activities.

If you win:

1. We'll send you a letter to tell you what's next.

2. You'll be invited to the Kaimana Awards luncheon in June 2018. (Neighbor Island
recipients will be flown in to join us.)

3. To receive scholarship funds, recipients will submit reimbursement requests
for eligible educational expenses up to $5,000 to HMSA.
